Elements of Art:	LINE-crosshatch, gesture, implied movement, contour line direction, expressive quality, calligraphic SHAPE- organic, geometric, positive, negative, static, dynamic  FORM – actual, illusion, functional, non-functional TEXTURE- real, implied, invented SPACE-flat, perspective, overlapping,, fore/middle/background, atmospheric COLOR-color wheel, neutral, complements, hue/intensity, pigment, warm, cool, monochromatic, analogous, tint, shade, color theory VALUE-gradation, value scale, pressure, contrast, tone, high key, low key, highlight, core of shadow, cast shadow


Principles of Design: RHYTHM-progressive, irregular, regular MOVEMENT-visual pathways, random,


kinetic, illusion of action BALANCE-symmetrical, asymmetrical, radial, rule of thirds


EMPHASIS- focal point, placement, dominance of an element CONTRAST, variation of


elements UNITY-integrate elements PATTERN – repetition, regular, irregular
