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JEFFCO COMMUNITY STANDS TOGETHER AGAINST HUNGER
The Arvada community won’t allow hunger to happen in their own backyard and that’s why the Arvada Police Department, Arvada Fire Department and Pridemark Paramedic Services have teamed together to adopt the Lawrence Elementary School’s backpack food program. 

Nearly 600 Jeffco students from Allendale, Foster, Lawrence and Russell Elementary schools take home backpacks filled with food every Friday afternoon from the Arvada Community Food Bank’s Backpack Program, a program that helps students who might otherwise go hungry over the weekend and summers when school lunch rooms are closed.   

Every week, food bank volunteers package two breakfasts, two lunches and two snacks in backpacks that students pick up and take home. 


The Arvada agencies and their employees will now cover the cost of Lawrence Elementary’s backpack program and work together with food bank volunteers to donate their time.  


The recent announcement to support the backpack program came with much enthusiasm from the Arvada agencies who say they wanted to help others in their own community and felt that Lawrence Elementary was the place to start.  
“I know I speak for all the agencies involved in this project when I say the profound effect of hunger and poverty on our children can no longer be ignored,” said Arvada Police Chief Don Wick.  “This is a dynamic example of community helping community at its best.”
