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Jeffco Public Schools’ Board of Education is a five-member policy-making body of the district. State law sets its powers and duties. In addition to setting policy for the district and hiring the superintendent to serve as chief administrative officer, the Board is responsible for educational planning and evaluation, staffing and appraisal, school facilities, financial resources and communication. The Board acts as a court of appeal for staff members, students and the public, on issues involving board policy or implementation.

Board of Education Members

School board members are not paid, but give freely of their time to serve the community. The current school board members: Scott Benefield, president, term expires November 2009; Jane Barnes, first vice president, term expires November 2011; Dave Thomas, second vice president, term expires November 2011; Sue Marinelli, secretary, term expires November 2009; and Vince Chowdhury, treasurer, term expires November 2009.

Board members are elected to alternating four-year terms. They represent a specific area of the county, but are elected at large. Elections are held every two years. After each Board election, the Board chooses its officers for the next two years. If a vacancy occurs, the Board names an appointee to serve until the next election as required by Colorado law. 
Board of Education Meetings

Generally, two regular business meetings (held at 6 p.m.) on Thursday and study/dialogue sessions are scheduled each month. Regular meetings are generally held in the fifth floor Board Room of the Education Center, 1829 Denver West Drive, Bldg. 27, Golden (I-70 exit 263, Denver West Blvd., north side of highway). Special meetings are called as needed. Regular business meetings include a public comment portion during which community members may address any topic and have the opportunity to receive a response from the Board or district staff.

All regular and special meetings of the school board are open to the public. Executive sessions are held occasionally for specific reasons, in accordance with Colorado law. No final policy decisions may be made in executive session.
