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Student Conduct Code a guide for parents and students

Each student in Jefferson County Public Schools will receive a Conduct Code booklet this fall. The Conduct Code outlines all district policies related to student conduct and discipline. Parents are encouraged to review the Conduct Code with their students and file the booklet for reference throughout the school year.

Student conduct policies in the booklet include: student rights and responsibilities; grounds for suspension/expulsion; weapons in schools; student involvement regarding drugs and alcohol; prevention of bullying; harassment of students; smoking and other uses of tobacco; student conduct on school buses; student dress code; secret societies/gang activity and dress; student absences and excuses; truancy; and student use of the Internet.

Student discipline policies include: student discipline; corporal punishment/reasonable restraint; student interrogations, searches and arrests; relations with police authorities, student suspension/expulsion; suspension/expulsion of students with disabilities and systematic exclusion.

Other important policies in the booklet include: compulsory attendance ages; unlawful discrimination/equal opportunity; student concerns, complaints and grievances; public/parent concerns and complaints; administering medicines to students; student organizations; school-related student publications; student distribution of non-curricular materials; students records/release of information on students and equal education opportunities.
