Jeffco School District is among the first school systems in the country to bring a convenience to parents by offering a new online payment processing system, PaySchools. 

Parents can access PaySchools through each school’s Web site to pay for school-related fees and products online 24 hours a day/seven days a week, either by e-check of Mastercard, Visa or Discover cards.  There is a $2.00 convenience fee per transaction.  Jeffco Schools will still accept fee payments in person at individual  school sites.
