Jeffco Public Schools has recently unveiled its financial transparency Web site where members of the public can view district payments and vendors through a searchable database.
“Even though Senate Bill 57 did not pass, we feel it is important to community members to view our transactions,” said Kathleen Askelson, executive director of finance. “It is available to anyone who has access to the Internet.”

Community members have access to detailed, non-payroll expenses where they can view and download account payments and purchasing card (pcard) transactions. They can search funds such as payments on utility and technology bills, purchases on school supplies and student fees.
The $15,000 project began in February and continues to develop, asking users for input and suggestions. 
“The community had an interest in a deeper level of transparency and we are responding to that request,” said Lorie Gillis, chief financial officer.
