JEFFCO STUDENT SURVEY SHOWS POSITIVE RESPONSE TO SCHOOLS AND LEARNING

The majority of students at Jeffco Public Schools feel positive about their schools and their learning experience, according to the results of a comprehensive survey conducted in the fall. More than 60,000 students in grades two through 12 participated in the anonymous, biennial Make Your Voice Heard student survey that has been conducted by the district since 1998. JEFFCO ADDS TWO MORE BOETTCHER SCHOLARS: Adam Rowen of Evergreen High School and Samuel McKendry of Golden High School accepted 2006 Boettcher Scholarships, the most prestigious merit-based scholarship available to graduating high school seniors in the state of Colorado. Jeffco Public Schools had a total of four nominees this year: Carlie Field of Lakewood and Michaela Henning of Green Mountain high schools were also initial winners. Boettcher Scholars share two overriding characteristics - an intense intellectual curiosity and passion for community involvement. The scholarship covers tuition and other special fees at any four-year, accredited Colorado institution selected by the recipient. 
ARVADA MIDDLE SCHOOLS TAKE FIRST, SECOND AT STATE CHAMPIONSHIPS: The Arvada Middle School color guard team, for the third time in four years, captured the Rocky Mountain Color Guard Association state middle school championship. Coached by Patti and Steve Takata, the team, composed of 12 seventh- and eighth- grade girls and boys, went undefeated this year, including seven performance competitions. Last year’s champion, North Arvada Middle School, took second place this year.  
JEFFCO OPEN STUDENTS BUILD SKATE PARK FOR INDIAN RESERVATION: For the past seven years Jefferson County Open School has offered its students a trip to the Pine Ridge Reservation in South Dakota. While at the Indian reservation, students participated in a variety of community service activities. To connect more strongly with Lakota youth, a group of ten male Jeffco Open students spent this semester building skateboard ramps and jumps. When they visit the reservation this spring they will bring their work with them and build a skate park for youth at the reservation.  
AMERICORP VOLUNTEERS JOIN JEFFERSON HIGH SCHOOL STAFF: Nine AmeriCorp volunteers joined the educational efforts at Jefferson High School. AmeriCorp – National Civilian Community Corps, a full-time, team-based residential service program, is best known as the domestic version of the Peace Corps. The organization was created to improve the environment, enhance education, increase public safety, alleviate unmet human needs and assist with disaster relief. The volunteers will work as mentors to Jefferson High students and assist teachers with classroom instruction. All of the volunteers are at least 18-years old and must complete 1,700 hours of serviced during the 10 month program.
