LAKEWOOD SCHOOL RESOURCE OFFICERS RETURNING: Thanks to the passage of ballot issue 2A, the City of Lakewood Police Department is reinstating School Resource Officers at Lakewood, Green Mountain, Bear Creek, and Alameda high schools and one officer for O'Connell, Creighton and Dunstan middle schools. The officers return Monday, Jan. 9 for the first time in more than a year after being removed as a City of Lakewood cost-saving measure.  

COLUMBINE EDUCATOR IS OUTSTANDING COLORADO TEACHER: Chris Lile, a math teacher at Columbine High School is as an Outstanding Colorado High School Teacher from the University of Colorado at Boulder's College of Engineering and Applied Science. The award recognizes a teacher or counselor who has provided inspiration, guidance or instruction leading to a student's future success in that college. Lile was nominated by 2001 Columbine valedictorian and current CU electrical and computer engineering senior James Kirby.  Lile was Kirby's algebra teacher at Ken Caryl Middle School and coached his former student in the extracurricular MATHCOUNTS team. Kirby, who earned a National Merit Scholarship Commendation for scoring a perfect 800 on his math in SAT, is the number one graduating student in the CU college.

YOUTH LEADERS LEARN HEALTHCARE: Thirty-two high school students, members of the 2005-2006 Youth Leadership Jefferson County class, recently visited Exempla Lutheran Medical Center where they received an in-depth look at healthcare leadership.  The students toured and questioned medical personnel in six clinical areas, including Perioperative Services, the Sleep Lab, the Heart Center and Trauma Services.  The students also received hands-on emergency assistance from Pridemark paramedics.  The 10-month leadership program is funded by the West Chamber Serving Jefferson County with support from the LMC Community Foundation.  
STUDENTS SUPPORT TOYS FOR TOTS, JEFFCO FOOD BANK:  Summit Ridge Middle School students donated, wrapped and provided new gifts as part of this year’s U.S. Marines Toys for Tots program.  Additionally, the National Junior Honor Society and Student Council ran a canned food drive last month, which helped stock the Jeffco Food Bank. Throughout the metropolitan area, the Marines collected more than 200,000 toys, which were distributed to about 35,000 low-income families.
KYFFIN CARES FOR COLORADO’S NEEDY: The Kyffin Elementary School Student Council, led by advisor Lisa Boehm, recently completed a school-wide food drive, which collected more than 3,700 non-perishable items for the Care 4 Colorado/Salvation Army food drive. After supporting Hurricane Katrina relief efforts earlier, the student council decided to help local families in need. Three classes stand out for their donations: Diane Rizzuto’s second grade class (644 cans), Ruth Kaplan’s fourth grade class (345 cans) and Luanna Leavitt’s 3-4 class (259 cans).
