DISTRICT BREAKS GROUND FOR NEW BEAR CREEK K-8 SCHOOL: Jeffco Public Schools will host a groundbreaking ceremony at 3:30 p.m., Wednesday, March 1, for the new Bear Creek K-8 School. The groundbreaking, open to the public, will take place at 90601 West Dartmouth in Lakewood.  All parking will be at Bear Creek High School, 3490 S. Kipling Street, and bus transportation to and from the site will be provided. The 120,000 square foot facility replaces the existing building, which was built in 1954.  The new school will be built one block from the existing site, and north of the realigned West Dartmouth. Designed to accommodate 1,080 students, the new school will have a central organizational spine oriented south to north with academic areas to the west, and activities, after school programs and public areas to the east. All classrooms will face north and south to maximize natural daylight opportunities. The building's exterior incorporates several variations of color to complement the geological surroundings of Bear Creek and the hogback ridge of the foothills. The new school is scheduled to open August 2007.  The project is funded from bonds approved by Jefferson County voters in 2004.    

SCHOOLS PROVIDE SUPPORT TO THE ARVADA COMMUNITY FOOD BANK:  More than two-thirds of the schools in the area served by the Arvada Community Food Bank supported this important community resource in a variety of ways during first semester.  Arvada and Standley Lake articulation area schools each sponsored an “Empty Soup Bowl” project, resulting in more than $10,000 to the food bank.  The annual “Trick or Treat Street” project at each of the five Arvada high schools provided more than 600 boxes of donated food.  In addition, many schools sponsored food drives, and a number of food drives are scheduled during second semester. Last year the food bank distributed 8,120 boxes of emergency food supplies (valued at more $500,000) serving 3,005 households.  The Arvada Community Food Bank is very appreciative of the support by students, staff and parents.

GOLDEN POLICE HONOR STUDENT WHO SAVED FRIEND:  Matthew Brochin, a 13-year-old eighth grader at Bell Middle School, saved a friend who was contemplating suicide.  Because of his swift actions, Matthew was recognized by the Golden Police Department with a Distinguished Citizen’s Award.
