DISTRICT BREAKS GROUND FOR NEW LAKEWOOD HIGH SCHOOL: Jeffco Public Schools will host a groundbreaking ceremony at 2:30 p.m., Monday, Jan. 30, for the new Lakewood High School. The groundbreaking is open to the public and will take place at 9700 West 8th Ave. in Lakewood.  The new facility replaces the original school built in 1958. Engineers deemed the older building too costly for renovation, so plans call for the new high school to be built on the existing site. Upon completion of the new school, the older facility will be demolished.  Students will continue to attend the current school during construction.  The new school is scheduled to open by fall 2007. Designed to accommodate 1,750 students, the $32.8 million addition and remodeling includes 170,000 square feet of new construction and 42,000 square feet of remodeling.  The 28.5 acre site will also include new soccer, softball and multi-use fields, as well as reconfigured traffic and parking areas. The school is being funded from bonds approved by Jefferson County voters in 2004.    

FAIRMOUNT STUDENTS ARTWORK ADORNS COURTROOM: Trish Gans is proud of her Fairmount Elementary School art students.  Her sixth-grade class recently spent time with Jefferson County Judge Brooke Jackson to create artwork that will adorn his courtroom.  While the students learned about the justice system, they also had the chance to create new images. Hanging on Judge Jackson’s walls are Picasso-like drawings and mask sculptures, with the names of previous Fairmount student artists attached. This is the fifth year Fairmount students have contributed artwork for the judge’s chambers.
JEFFCO ALL-COUNTY HONOR BANDS AND ORCHESTRAS ANNOUNCED: The 2005-2006 Jeffco Public Schools Middle and High School All-County Honor Bands and Orchestras will perform at Boettcher Concert Hall, 7 p.m., Tuesday, Jan. 31.  Tickets are $10 for adults, $5 for senior citizens and students, and free for children 11 years old and under.  

EVERGREEN STUDENTS EXPERIENCE SEASONS OF CHANGE: Evergreen Middle School art teacher Ann Simpson’s 30 advanced students experienced first-hand the importance of learning and giving back to their school.  The students participated in a public arts project, funded primarily by grants from the Evergreen Arts Council, called Seasons of Change.  The students created a colorful mural that now adorns the outside of the school’s entrance.  The mural depicts an aspen tree forest evolving through the three seasons that encompass a middle school year.  Hidden within the panels are gnomes, who show different expressions, and leaves with inscriptions from students in each of the three levels of the school.
