MAPLE GROVE TO CELEBRATE NATIONAL HONOR: Maple Grove Elementary School will host a celebration Nov. 18 in honor of its selection as a 2005 U.S. Department of Education No Child Left Behind Blue Ribbon School of Excellence. The celebration kicks off at 7 p.m. and includes presentation of the award from Patricia Chlouber, the Department of Education representative for Region VIII.  Jeffco Public Schools Board of Education President Jane Barnes and Superintendent Dr. Cindy Stevenson will also speak.  Representing the Colorado legislature will be Senator Mo Keller and Representative Gwyn Green. The Blue Ribbon Schools Program honors public and private K-12 schools that are either academically superior in their states or that demonstrate dramatic gains in disadvantaged student achievement. Maple Grove is the 11th Jeffco Public School to receive the prestigious award.   
STUDENTS SEE SPACE THANKS TO SPONSORS: Three hundred third and sixth grade students met a retired NASA astronaut and had their own private viewing of the movie Magnificent Desolation: Walking on the Moon 3D, thanks to the nation’s largest space manufacturer and three local non-profits.  The students also met Bruce McCandless, the first NASA astronaut to fly untethered in space and a veteran of Apollo and shuttle missions. Lockheed-Martin Space Systems of Littleton purchased the tickets and refreshments for students from Edgewater, Fitzmorris, Kullerstrand and Stevens, all Title 1 elementary schools. The Jefferson Foundation, the Kiwanis Club of Denver West and the Arvada Wheat Ridge Service Ambassadors for Youth paid for the student’s transportation costs; collectively the sponsors donated more than $6,000 for the Nov. 14 event. Title I funds are federal monies targeted to schools in high poverty areas to provide literacy and mathematics to disadvantaged children to help them achieve district and state standards alongside their peers.
