OPEN SCHOOL WINS WE THE PEOPLE COMPETITION Twenty Jefferson County Open School students recently won first place in the 7th Congressional District’s We The People competition. The students prepared statements detailing historical foundations, Supreme Court precedents and current interpretations and issues relating to the U.S. Constitution. They then presented and defended the statements to a panel of judges comprised of congressional aides, lawyers and school officials. The team will move on to compete at the state competition at the state capitol on Tuesday, Dec. 13. We The People is a program sponsored by the Center for Civic Education.
PEIFFER MEETS PRESIDENT’S PHYSICAL CHALLENGE: The President’s Council on Physical Fitness and Sports selected Peiffer Elementary School as a 2004-2005 State Champion. The formal celebration gathers more than 800 family, friends, school administrators and community members to recognize the outstanding achievements of 38 African-American male high school seniors in the Denver metro area. Each year, young men are selected because they maintain high standards of well-being, academic excellence, character, service and leadership within their schools and community. Raymond lettered in skiing, participated in the Colorado State High School Ski Championships, won numerous awards and medals for ski competitions in 2002-2005, and was a Lakewood/Golden Invitational Speech Tournament medalist. He is a member of the National Brotherhood of Skiers Ski Team, Loveland Racing Ski Team, Jeffco Public Schools Ski Team and the Colorado State High School Ski Championships.
