NUTRITION PROGRAM WINS FOOD SAFETY AWARD: The Jeffco Public Schools Nutrition Services Department is one of two recipients of the Jefferson County Health Department 2005 Leader in Food Safety Award. The award, which recognizes restaurants and other food service establishments that have excellent inspection records, places a high value on food safety and education by training staff and continually monitoring food safety procedures. Nominations were made by the county's environmental health specialists, who perform more than 3,500 food safety inspections in the county annually.
JEFFCO LIAISON IS 2005 PARENT OF THE YEAR: Ronalda Tome, Community Liaison for Jeffco's Indian Education Program, is the National Indian Education Association 2005 Parent of the Year. Ronalda is the mother of three Jeffco students; her volunteering includes serving as the PTA president at Arvada Middle School, on the Parent Involvement Committee and the Native Employee Alliance.  She also teaches Positive Indian Parenting and participates in many community activities related to families and children.
STUDENT MUSICIANS SUPPORT KATRINA RESPONSE: Jeffco Public Schools high school marching band students recently supported their peers affected by the Hurricane Katrina disaster.  With the help of parents, friends and visitors who attended last month’s Jeffco Marching Festival, student musicians collected $169.95.  This contribution is being donated to the VH1 Save the Music Foundation, which has a special fund for music programs affected by the hurricane.  Another added bonus is the National Association of Music Merchants is matching the contribution, so a total of $339.90 is being donated to help public school musicians affected by this tragedy.
COMMUNITY GROUP RECOGNIZES ASSET BUILDERS: Sarah Grant of the School Age Enrichment Program is one of eight 2005 PACCT Asset Builders of the Year.  Celebrating its initial year, PACCT recognizes individuals and organizations that emphasize the 40 developmental assets through their programming.  Also honored at the initial awards ceremony was the Second Wind Fund, which is supported by the Jefferson Foundation.  Providing music for the more than 150 guests was the Arvada High School Chamber String Ensemble.
EVERGREEN DEDICATES NEW TRACK AND FIELD:  The mountain community of Evergreen has a new synthetic rubber track and field, thanks to the success of last year’s bond initiative and the efforts of a group of dedicated volunteers.  This Saturday, (Oct. 8) at 10:15 a.m., the administration of Evergreen High School dedicates its new multi-purpose field and regulation 400-meter oval, all-weather track.  The field will be used year-round by athletes, band, cheerleaders and community sports teams.
