DISTRICT’S FOOD SERVICES HONORED: Jeffco Public Schools’ Food & Nutrition Services has received a Leader in Food Safety award from the Jefferson County Department of Health and Environment (JCDHE). The district’s food services department was recognized for its exemplary food safety practices, including excellent inspection records, training of staff and monitoring procedures. Nominations were made by Environmental Health Specialists who perform over 3,500 routine food safety inspections each year in Jefferson County. “This award is an opportunity to recognize those who do an exceptional job in protecting the health of the public and to educate others about food safety,” said Carla Opp, an environmental health specialist with JCDHE.

NORTH AREA OPTION SCHOOL TO OPEN BY FALL 2006: As a public school within a school, the new North Area Option School, to open by fall 2006, will operate as an integral, yet separate instructional program at Arvada High School. The new school will feature a rigorous college preparatory curriculum delivered in a highly disciplined environment. It will start with approximately 75 ninth grade students with additional grades added annually until it reaches a maximum capacity of 300 students in grades 9-12. Siblings of students who attend the new school receive top priority for admittance, followed by current charter school students and the Manning School (up to 50 percent of available spaces), Arvada articulation area students (up to 50 percent of available spaces), charter and Manning school students who were not chosen under the second priority ranking, and finally all district students for any remaining vacancies. An orientation meeting for prospective students and their families will be held from 6 to 7 p.m., Wed., Nov. 16, at Arvada High School, 7951 W. 65th Ave.
