KATRINA SUPPORT TOPS $80,000: Jeffco Public Schools’ students and staff have to date raised more than $84,000 to help those affected by Hurricane Katrina. The most popular fundraiser has been Hat Days, where students pay $1 to wear a hat at school. Arvada area schools raised more than $5,000 hosting a hat day with Hackberry Hill Elementary School’s 470 students raising $1,905.67 of the total. The Manning School, with only 343 students, raised $4,947. Students at Chatfield High School raised $10,892.54 through a series of activities. A popsicle sale at Allendale Elementary School generated $200. Most donations are made to the Red Cross, The Salvation Army and animal rescue organizations. Several schools made direct donations to families that moved into their community after fleeing from the Gulf Coast. Jeffco Public Schools also participated in the Kids Helping Kids Campaign organized by the Colorado Consortium of Education Foundations. The campaign collected school supplies for students attending the Houston Independent School District after being evacuated from the hurricane zone. Our students filled a semi-truck full of school supplies, which was driven to Houston by volunteers last month.
RALSTON VALLEY SENIOR FEATURED: Kaylie Kepsell, a senior at Ralston Valley High School, was featured in the Oct. 17 Rocky Mountain News Going Places student feature. Kaylie holds a 3.9 grade-point-average, is a member of the National Honor Society, is a Mustang Mentor, participates in the two-time state champion Oracle Winter Guard and has performed with the Blue Knights Drum and Bugle Corps.  She also takes honors Calculus III classes at the Colorado School of Mines, one of four colleges she hopes to attend.
