VIVIAN STUDENTS SIX MILLION PENNIES GOAL: Students at Vivian Elementary School are helping to collect six million pennies to learn more about the Holocaust. Semper Teacher-Librarian Achieves National Board Certification: Tammy Langeberg is the first Jeffco teacher-librarian and one of only four in the state to achieve National Board Certification awarded through the National Board for Professional Teaching Standards (NBPTS).  The Board awards the certification to affirm the practice of the library media specialists who meet certification standards and to bring increased attention to the professionalism and expertise of accomplished specialists.  NBPTS is a nonprofit, nonpartisan organization governed by a 63-member board of directors, the majority of whom are teachers.  Langeberg works at Semper Elementary School. 

Jeffco students candidates for presidential scholars: Four graduating seniors from Jeffco Schools were selected from nearly 2.8 million students as candidates in the 2007 Presidential Scholars Program. Inclusion in the program is one of the highest honors bestowed upon graduating high school seniors.  Students are selected based on superior academic and artistic achievements, leadership qualities, strong character and involvement in community and school activities. From the 2,600 candidates selected, 500 semifinalists will be announced in April and up to 141 students will be named final scholars in May.
