GOLDEN FOUNDATION SUPPORTS STUDENTS, SCHOOLS. For more than three decades the Golden Civic Foundation has raised more than $2 million from its annual auctions to support local schools, city projects and other charitable organizations. This year six neighborhood schools will receive nearly $29,000, thanks to proceeds raised at the 31st annual auction held in November. 
Executive Director Chuck Baroch says the foundation has been supporting local schools since 1987 and recently expanded grants to neighborhood schools that send students to Golden’s Bell Middle School. Mr. Baroch says up to 30 percent of each year’s auctions are dedicated to neighborhood schools.  This year’s generous donation goes to Kyffin (two Smart Boards) Mitchell (wireless computers), Shelton (laptop computer and data processing equipment) and Welchester (computers and printers) elementary schools.  Bell Middle School will receive improvements to its library security system and Golden High School will use its donation for technology support upgrades and for after-prom scholarships.
LINEMAN SELECTED FOR MULTIPLE NATIONAL HONORS: Last month Columbine High School lineman Ryan Miller helped his team win the Class 5A state football championship. Now the senior is being showered with individual awards.  The 6-foot-8, 290-pound left offensive tackle and defensive end, already selected as the Colorado Gatorade Football Player of the Year, was selected last month to USA Today’s first team All-America squad as an offensive tackle.  Miller will also be named a 2007 U.S. Army All-American and will play in the U.S. Army All-American Bowl, Saturday, January 6, 2007.  Rated as the fourth best offensive prep lineman nationally, Miller was previously selected to the Denver Post Colorado All-State Football and Rocky Mountain News All-Colorado teams.
TEACHER SELECTED FIRST STRINGER IN STATE:  Pattie Nelson, a music teacher at nine Jeffco elementary schools, is the Colorado Chapter of the American String Teacher’s Association (CASTA) Teacher of the Year.  Nelson, who has been teaching music in Jeffco for 14 years, will receive her award at the Colorado Music Educators Conference in January at The Broadmoor.  She was selected by CASTA membership as the outstanding teacher for promoting the art of string instrument teaching with “enthusiasm, commitment and above average success” in building a strong music program.  Nelson teaches at Allendale, Campbell, Fairmount, Fremont, Stott, Vanderhoof, Sierra, Van Arsdale, and West Woods elementary schools.

ALAMEDA’S ALGIENE FEATURED IN LA VOZ/ROCKY MOUNTAIN NEWS: Dr. Shirley Algiene, principal of Alameda High School, is featured in the December 13, 2006, “Where are they now?” feature in La Voz Nueva.
