DISTRICT ALL-COUNTY HONOR BANDS AND ORCHESTRAS ANNOUNCED: The 2006-2007 Jeffco Public Schools High and Middle School All-County Honor Bands and Orchestras will perform at Boettcher Concert Hall, 7 p.m., Tuesday, Jan. 30, 2007.  Tickets (at the door) are $10 for adults, $5 for senior citizens and students and free for children 11-years-old and under.  The complete lists of the bands and orchestras are attached. 
TWO PRESCHOOLS TO BE REPLACED: The Fruitdale and Tanglewood preschools, both dating back nearly 50 years, will have new buildings when they start the 2007-2008 school year.  Fruitdale, located in Wheat Ridge, is presently housed in three outdated structures.  Construction is beginning this month on a $1.8 million, 12,000 square-foot, six-classroom preschool.  Tanglewood, located in Golden, is located in a small portion of what was formerly an elementary school and school district offices. The new $1.6 million, 9,700 square-feet, four-classroom preschool will be built (construction starts this month) adjacent to the current building. Funding for the projects comes from the 2004 Jefferson County bond election when voters approved $323.8 million for building, renovating and repairing school facilities.

BARNES NAMED PRESIDENT-ELECT OF STATE SCHOOL BOARD: Jeffco Public Schools Board of Education president Jane Barnes is the president-elect of the Colorado Association of School Boards (CASB). Barnes, president of the JPS board since 2003, begins her CASB term in December 2007. Barnes is passionate about providing the best education to all children. Specifically, she focuses on the unique challenges a new worldwide economy brings. CASB provides leadership, advocacy, training and services for effective school governance that leads to high student achievement. All 178 Colorado school districts are CASB members.  An 18-member board comprised of representative school board members throughout the state governs the association.
