JARED POLIS FOUNDATION HONORS Three Jeffco EDUCATORS: The Jared Polis Foundation honored three outstanding Jeffco teachers this week who have demonstrated innovative and effective ways to inspire students to learn and to working collaboratively with colleagues to create a positive school environment. Those honored were: Trish Loeblein, Evergreen High School; Jayne Treat Vahle, Bear Creek High School; and Lisa Hecox, Everitt Middle School.
