COLUMBINE NETTER EARNS 5A MVP; CHARGERS PLACE IN STATE: Angelo Faustino, a senior at Columbine High School, was recently crowned as the Most Valuable Player in 5A boys tennis for the Jeffco League.  Faustino, who placed third in #1 singles, is coached by Lorens Knudsen.  The Chatfield Senior High School Chargers’ Sean Brading and Jared Chomko, along with Chris Poppleton and Parker Lewis, took second place respectively in #1 and #2 Doubles. In #4 Double competition, Brandon Rochelle and Will Gleave placed third.  The Chargers are coached by Carey Brading.
