JEFFCO’S NEWEST SCHOOLS OPEN: The district’s two newest schools, and a replacement school, opened for classes August 22.  Meiklejohn Elementary School, located in the Five Parks neighborhood of Arvada, was built with funds from the 2004 voter approved bond election.  The $11.5 million school was designed to accommodate 768 students.  Namesake Al Meiklejohn, superintendent Cindy Stevenson and Board of Education member Hereford Percy greeted students and parents as they entered the new school.  The district will host a dedication ceremony at 7 p.m., Monday, September 25. Stevenson and Board member Scott Benefield also welcomed students to the $14.1 million Wayne Carle Middle School, located on 100th Avenue in Westminster.  The school, constructed with funds from the 1997 bond election, accommodates 560 students.  The school hosts it dedication at 9 a.m., Thursday, September 14.  The new 120,840 square foot, $19 million Dunstan Middle School replaced the original facility built in 1967.  The new school, which accommodates up to 840 students, was built on the existing site.  The school’s dedication is set for 6:30 p.m., Tuesday, October 3, 2006.
STUDENT SCORES PERFECT ACT…AS A SOPHOMORE: Eric Miller, a junior at Dakota Ridge High School, is one of only 67 students nationally to earn a perfect 36 on his 2006 ACT.  What’s even more remarkable is Eric accomplished this feat as a sophomore.  In addition to being a member of this year’s prestigious national group, Miller was the only sophomore in Colorado to ace the test.  The 4.0 GPA student is also involved in National Honor Society, student government, cross-country and volunteering.  He plans to study nanotechnology in college.

EVERGREEN GRAD TIES MAJOR LEAGUE RECORD: Kevin Kouzmanoff, a graduate of Evergreen High School, joined only two others September 2 when he hit a grand slam homer on the first pitch of his first major-league at bat.  Kouzmanoff, hitting as a designated hitter for the Cleveland Indians against the Texas Rangers, was called up to the big leagues only hours before making the record book.  He shares the first at-bat grand slam distinction with Jeremy Herminda of the Florida Marlins (2005) and Bill Dubbleby of the Philadelphia Phillies (1898). 
LITTLETON SCHOOL RECEIVES CARTOON NETWORK GRANT:  The Parent Teacher Association of Mount Carbon Elementary School is the lone Colorado recipient of a $5,000 grant from the national Parent Teacher Association and the Cartoon Network.  The award is part of a new national initiative from the two organizations called Rescuing Recess. The initiative champions the importance of recess for children and works to protect and revitalize it in schools across the country.  The grant will be used to upgrade Mount Carbon’s rapidly aging playground.
