SCHOOL VIDEOS NOW ON-LINE: “A Million Stories,” Jeffco Public Schools’ award-winning video program, is now available on demand via streaming video. Produced by Videographer Bill Bond of the Communications Services department, the program has won multiple national awards.  Currently, “The Gentle Giant,” “Clowning Around,” “Ballet Folklorico” and “Mariachi de Los Ninos” videos are available for viewing via QuickTime viewer.
PRESIDENT APPOINTS WHEAT RIDGE ALUM:  Troy Eid, a graduate of Wheat Ridge High School,  is the new United States Attorney for the District of Colorado.  Eid, who was nominated by President Bush and received unanimous consent from the U.S. Senate, serves as the chief federal criminal prosecutor in Colorado.  He previously served as Colorado Governor Bill Owens’ Chief Legal Counsel and a former chair of the state Board of Ethics.
SEMIFINALIST DISCOVERS SCIENCE CHALLENGES:  West Jefferson Middle School seventh-grader Hanna Piekenbrock made it to the semifinals in the 2006 Discovery Channel Young Scientist Challenge.  Her project, Erosion in the Denver Metro Area, was selected out of 1,900 entries.  Altogether, more than 7,500 students from 45 states, the District of Columbia and Puerto Rico were nominated.  The science contest is considered to be one of the best nationwide for students in grades five through eight.
CHARTER CELEBRATES NEW GYM:  The Woodrow Wilson Academy is hosting a dedication ceremony for its 26,000 square foot addition at 6 p.m., Thursday, October 12.  The school built a new multi-purpose gymnasium, additional classrooms, library, computer lab, administrative offices, entry and halls with approximately $1.3 million from Jeffco Public Schools (2004 bond monies primarily for the gym) and $6.46 million in private fundraising. Previously, the 450 students at the six-year-old charter school did not have a gymnasium.  The construction project transformed the school from an aging church daycare center to a state- of- the-art center that can accommodate up to 460 students. Wilson is one of 12 charter schools in Jeffco Public Schools.
NEW DUNSTAN MIDDLE SCHOOL DEDICATION SET: Jeffco Public Schools will host a dedication ceremony at 6:30 p.m., Tuesday, October 3 for the new Dunstan Middle School.  The school, which replaced the orginal facility, is located at 1855 S. Wright Street in Lakewood. The $16,498 million, 120,840 square foot school is designed to accommodate up to 840 students. The original Dunstan Middle School, which was outdated and found to be too costly to renovate, was razed in mid-June.  With the completion of the school, the district now has 150 community, option and charter schools serving more than 84,000 students. Funding for the new school, which was completed on-time and on-budget, came from capital improvement bonds approved by voters in 2004.
