BUSINESS PARTNER TO GO GREEN 

Pennington Elementary School is partnering with Wheat Ridge business Ketelsen Campers to create a school recycling program.  The school has wanted to go green, but didn’t have the financial resources to make it a reality.  As a community sponsor, Ketelsen Campers will pay for the monthly $26 recycling pick-up fee, and students will work to create a recycling theme that the entire school and its community can embrace.  

SIXTH-GRADER KNOWS THE STOCK MARKET
Jordan Brudos-Nockels, a sixth-grader at Campbell Elementary, was surprised with the announcement of her first-place win in InvestWrite, a writing contest that enhances the Stock Market Game™.  Brudos-Nockels played the game this spring, along with teacher-librarian Christy Yacano and was the Colorado winner for grades six, seven and eight among 4,500 entrants.  Students spent 12 weeks learning about stocks, trading and diverse portfolios.  Investing a hypothetical $100,000 in their online portfolios, students tracked their investments while watching trends and the economy to determine whether or not to buy, sell or trade.  In addition to Brudos-Nockels success, one of Campbell’s fifth-grade teams held first place in the regional standings for most of the game until the end when they came in a respectable fourth. 

JEFFCO HONORED FOR EFFORTS TO STOMP OUT STUDENT TOBACCO USE

Jeffco Schools, in partnership with the Jefferson County Department of Health & Environment, received the Excellence in School-based Tobacco Prevention -Outstanding Partnership Award at the June 2008 Healthy Schools Leadership Retreat in Breckenridge, Colorado.  The award, presented by Rocky Mountain Center for Health Promotion & Education, recognized exemplary collaboration between schools and community partners.  Jeffco and JCDHE work together to provide tobacco-control activities by using capacity building and cross-age teaching strategies in six Jeffco schools. Students in three high schools have been trained to teach upper elementary students in the Breathe Easy Project.  Over the past school year, the high-school teams worked with 13 middle schools, 17 high schools, 6 option or charter schools and a dozen elementary schools.  In addition, the team offered education to over 500 bus drivers in Jeffco about the Tobacco Free School Policy and support with their own personal wellness.
