READING PROGRAM HELPS STUDENT DO A 180

Reading and comprehension are the keys to student success and when a child struggles with literacy they are at a disadvantage in class and in life.  The READ 180 program being piloted in some Jeffco schools is adaptive, instructional software that provides intensive and strategic skills practice to motivate struggling readers.  The software analyzes, monitors, tracks and reports on student accuracy and explains the errors being made to the student.  The program is helping one student at Carmody Middle School to turn his reading around.  After participating in the READ 180 program, the student received instant feedback on his progress and found out that he had learned 109 new words over the semester and scored a 92 percent on his comprehension score.  Beaming with pride, he never got tired of hearing his teacher tell him how well he was performing, behavior the Carmody staff hasn’t seen from this student in the 14 months he’s attended the school.  The staff is bursting with joy that this young man is proud of himself and his reading accomplishments.   

TEACHERS TOUR EGYPT 

Ten Jeffco middle and high school geography and world history teachers toured Cairo, traveled to the Sinai Peninsula, Alexandria, Lake Nasser and down the Nile River.  The teachers were all awarded Fulbright scholarships to study in Egypt for five weeks over the summer of 2008.
